
 “The Cooperative Booth for WVAA Members at Art in the Park” 
(Formally the “Miniature Show” for WVAA Members Booth) 

 
The Art in the Part Committee is again offering a booth to the WVAA Members to share as a 

Cooperative Booth, to showcase and be able to sell their original artwork at Art in the Park. 
The specifics have been changed to offer WVAA members the option to show and sell a variety of sizes 
of original artwork, 3 dimensional artwork, and reprints/prints of their artwork in different formats.  
 (This is a work in progress… we keep on trying to improve each year from the lessons and 

experiences of the previous year. Don’t forget, “Change is good…”) 

 
The specifics:   (We’ve tried to keep this simple….) 
*All artwork must be the original or prints/reprints of your original work. 
*Include the sales tax in your price on your labels. You are responsible to repot your own sales/tax. 
*All purchases will be made with checks written directly to the artist or paid with cash. Payment will be 
received after 5:15 pm on Sunday, Sept. 13th.  
*Any unsold artwork must be picked up at the booth after 5:15 pm on Sunday, Sept. 13th.  
 
Entry fees for the booth: 
Option #1:  VOLUNTEER! No entry fee for those who volunteer a minimum of four (4) hours in the 
Cooperative Booth and/or with “Art in the Park” activities. (See letter for list of volunteer options.) 
 
You may submit for sale a total of 10 Pieces per member within the following limits: 
One large original piece (16”x 20” or smaller- excluding frame  

OR 3-D piece no larger than 20” in each dimension) 

Three medium original pieces (8”x 12” or smaller- excl. frame OR 3-D pieces no larger than 12”each) 
Six small original pieces (6”x 8” or smaller- excluding frame OR 3-D pieces no larger than 8”each) 
Six matted prints/photos (8”x 12” or smaller excl. matting AND in a clear envelope for display) 
Ten matted prints/photos (5”x7” or smaller excl. matting AND in a clear envelope for display) 

Cards – Ten different cards/card packs (6 of each)- photo cards, reprints, note card packs  
If these pieces sell, you may bring additional pieces to sell in the booth. We have tried to keep this simple 

and fair, while adding a number of options for artists to display and sell their creative works! 

 
Cooperative Booth hours are 8 AM to 5 PM, both Sat. & Sun., Sept. 12 & 13, 2009.  
Booth Volunteers must be WVAA Members.  
 
Option #2:  If the WVAA member cannot volunteer 4 hours, but would like to participate with selling their 
original artwork the booth fee options are: 
A:  $25 for 1 large piece (size 18”x 24” or smaller, excluding frame or 3-D piece no larger than 24”) 
B:  $25 for 3 medium pieces (size 10x14” or smaller, excluding frame or 3-D pieces no larger than 14”) 
C:  $25 for 6 small pieces (size 6”x 8” or smaller, excluding frame or 3-D pieces no larger than 8”). 

The artist cannot replace pieces with additional artwork if any of these are sold.  

 
Media, name, price, artist’s name and phone number need to be on the back of each piece of artwork.

Delivery of artwork to the Exhibition Building (Southwest Wing) in Marathon Park and booth set up 
will be Thursday, Sept. 10

th
 from 5 PM to 7 PM and Friday, Sept 11

th
 from 8 AM to 10 AM.
